  The Green Man 
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Community gardens are small areas of 
public open space that are managed and 
cared for by local residents. 
Hammersmith Community Gardens 
Association manages two community 
gardens sites at Loris Road W6 and 
Godolphin Garden W12, the glass 
houses in Ravenscourt Park and 
Phoenix School Farm in White City. 
Both the gardens were created from 
areas of derelict land, former bomb sites. 
As the gardens are local initiatives each 
one has a unique atmosphere. Our head 
quarters are the Eco Shed,a small 
sustainable structure in Loris Garden that 
was completed in 2005, this provides a 
base for our community gardener and 
volunteers. 
As well as creating space for people the 
sites have also been designed to 
encourage wildlife. The gardens are also 
used as an educational resource by local 
schools and in the holidays there are 
play schemes.  
All our sites are fully accessible. 
 
We can also advise groups on how to 
make their grounds more 
environmentally friendly and help 
maintain them. We also use our 
horticultural expertise to encourage 
growing vegetables and healthy eating 
programmes. It is our policy, wherever 
possible, to follow the 3 ‘R’ Reduce, 
Reuse and Recycle, and source 
materials and plants from sustainable 
sources.
